Presentation Notes

Due to this combination of civil works and military missions, the U. S. Army Corps of Engineers in the 21st Century finds itself on the apex of both national security and water resource management issues.  

Now as then, our missions fall into three major areas – Military Engineering, Civil Works, and Disaster Response. 

Military: An example of our support for the military mission is military construction. We manage design and construction of everything from base camps for military operations, to family housing and training facilities  on military installations at home. Currently a major priority is energy self-sufficiency so we are building “Green” Buildings, solar arrays and other technologies to make the Army energy self-sufficient.

Civil Works:  Civil Works missions encompass water resources development, flood risk reduction, and keeping federal channels safe for both coastal ports and harbors, and for inland navigation.  Many of our dams in the Northwest generate hydropower. USACE produces 25% of the Nation’s hydro power. 

We are deeply involved in environmental sustainability and restoration in all we do.  While in the early days we built levees high and reengineered rivers to move high waters through down river as rapidly as possible,  today we’ve rejected the approach that levees alone can contain a river.  We explicitly look for “room for the river” structural and non-structural approaches. We are recognize the importance of healthy wetlands. We are currently helping restore wetlands of National Significance on San Francisco Bay, the Florida Everglades, and the Gulf Coast.

Disaster Response  and Recovery:  When Disaster strikes, USACE  taps sends out experts from across the Nation to help with missions ranging from structural assessment to debris removal. We are the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s Federal Engineer and Infrastructure experts.  For example, Hurricane Sandy response was a national effort that included staff from our region in supporting roles for Emergency Response, post-Sandy condition assessments as well as technical and program support during the recovery phase

 The district supports three Air Force bases in New Mexico with construction and other services – Kirtland, Cannon, and Holloman AFBs. 
 We have a resident office at each of the bases above and a fourth one in El Paso, TX to support our clients there (mainly DHS and Ft. Bliss)
 The district has a very strong tribal program with many tribes and pueblos in New Mexico. We partner with these tribes to be successful in addressing any water resources challenges and accomplishing our mission.
