Material for compacted random £il11 shall consist of any or all types of
material which, from the standpoint of compacted stability, are suitable for

use in the dam embankment. Soft weathered rock, which breaks up under
rolling to form essentially a soil and which compacts without excessive
voids, may be used for randem fill, if approved. Maximum rock size is 6
inches. Maximum vrock gize 1is 3 inches within 2 feet of a concrete

structure. & minimum cf 15 percent by weight passing the No. 200 sieve.

.1.4 Uncompacted Fill

Except as otherwise required, material for uncompacted £ill may consist of
any or all types of material availabkle from reguired excavations and
designated borrow areas.

.1.5 Backfill

Backfill shall consist cof material of a type and gquality conforming to that
specified for the contiguous embankment £ill material, unless otherwise
directed.

.1.6 Filter Drainage Layers

Filter materials shall be composed of tough, durable particles; shall be
reasonably free from thin, flat and elongated pieces; and shall contain no
organic matter nor soft, friable particles in gquantities considered
objectionable by the Contracting Officer.

Gradation of the material shall be determined in accordance with EM
1110-2-1906. All points on individual grading curves obtained from
representative samples of filter material shall lie between the boundary
limits as defined by smocth curves drawn through the tabulated grading
limits plotted on a mechanical analysis diagram, The individual grading
curves within these 1limits shall not exhibit abrupt changes in slope
denoting skip grading, scalping <f certain sizes or other irregularities
which would be detrimental to the proper functioning of the filter.

1 PREPARATION OF FOUNDATION, PARTIAL FILL SURFACES AND ABUTMENTS

.1.1 Earth

After excavation or stripping of the embankment foundation and excavation of
the cut-off trench to the extent indicated or otherwise required, the sides
of stump holes, test pits, and other similar cavities or depressions shall
be broken down, where so directed, so as to flatten out the slopes, and the
sides cf the cut or hole shall be scarified to provide bond between the
foundation material and the £ill. The slopes and bottom of the cut-off
trench ghall be gearified, as directed. Unlegs otherwise directed, each
depression shall be filled with either pervicus, random, or semi-imperviocus,
material dependent upon the type of material which 1is te be placed

immediately above the foundation. The £ill shall be placed 1in layers,
moistened, and compacted 1in accordance with the applicable provisions of
paragraphs PLACEMENT, MOISTURE CONTROL, and COMPACTION. Materials which

cannot be compacted by roller equipment because of inadequate clearances
shall be spread in 4-inch layers and compacted with power tampers to an
extent egqual to that of the contigucocus embankment £ill material. after
filling of depressicons and cut-off trench and immediately prior to placement
of compacted fill in any section cf the embankment, the foundation of such
section shall be loosened thorcughly by scarifying, plowing, discing or
harrowing to a minimum depth of 6 inches, and the meoisture content shall be
adjusted to the amount specified in paragraph MOISTURE CONTRCL for the
appropriate type of material, except 1in areas where this reguirement is
waived by the Contracting Officer. After removal of roots or other debris
turned up in the process of lcosening, the entire surface cf the embankment
foundation area shall be compacted by eight ccomplete coverages of the
