CQM/Earthwork/Site Utilities

REPETITIVE DEFICIENCIES 
1.
Stockpiles too close to the edge of an excavation.  Any stockpiles should be at least 5 feet from the excavation.

2.
Cohesive soil material stockpiled for long periods of time should be sloped to drain to avoid water ponding on the surface of the stockpile.

3.
Excavation/stockpiling operations not in accordance with the Contractor’s submitted plan.

4.
Water ponding in the construction area due to inadequate drainage.

5.
Required tests not being performed, or the results of the required test not being provided to the government in a timely manner.

6.
Excavation side slopes not being excavated back to the required angle of repose or not being properly shored as required.

7.
Excavation not being controlled to the specified elevation (grading operations).

8.
Proof-rolling (when specified) not being performed.

9.
Embankment fill material being placed in excessively thick lifts.

10.
Inadequate number of passes of compacting equipment for each lift.

11.
Frozen material being placed in backfill or embankment fill.

12.
Excessive organic material, debris, or oversize stones being placed in the fill.

13.
Placing backfill against walls or other structures before they have been allowed to cure for the specified time.

14.
Moisture content of backfill or embankment fill materials not within the range that will allow it to attain the required density.

15.
The site was not investigated prior to construction to detect existing structures or utilities which are not shown on the contract drawings.

16.
Ladders not provided in trenches as required.

17.
Pipe not laid on undisturbed earth or on properly compacted bedding material.

18.
Backfill dumped into trench in a manner which could move the pipe or damage the protective coating on the pipe.

19.
Open ends of pipes and conduit not covered during idle periods to prevent the entrance of dirt, water, birds, rabbits, papers, etc.

20.
Fire hydrant’s pumper connection not facing the roadway and the lowest outlet less than 18 inches above the finished grade.

Outside Utilities

REPETITIVE DEFICIENCIES

Inspector not familiar with the contract plans and specifications.

1. The site was not investigated prior to construction to detect existing structures or utilities which are not shown on the contract drawings.

2. Backfill dumped into trench in a manner which could move the pipe or damage the protective coating on the pipe.

3. Backfill in the trench placed in layers exceeding the specified maximum thickness before compaction.

4. Excavated material which is unsuitable for backfill not removed from the trench area.

5. Moisture tests not made of backfill material to see if the spe​cified compaction can be attained.

6. Compaction tests not made of backfill around pipe.

7. Pipe not laid on undisturbed earth or on properly compacted backfill material.  Also, lengths of pipe not supported uniformly along the barrel.

8. Bottom of the trench not shaped to fit the lower quadrant of sewer or drain pipe.

9. Open ends of pipes and conduit not covered during idle periods to prevent the entrance of dirt, water, birds, rabbits, papers1 etc.

10. Insulation for pipe permitted to get wet before or after installation.

11. Protective coatings on pipe damaged by improper handling.

12. Bushings used in pipe instead of reducers.

13. Fire hydrant pumper connection not facing the roadway and the lowest outlet less than 18 inches above the finished grade.

14. Insulating couplings not installed at the junction of pipes of different metals.

15. A torque wrench not used to tighten bolts on structural plate pipe, pipe arches, and arches.

16. Water lines not properly flushed.

17. Underground ferrous pipe and fittings not lined and coated as specified.

19.
Concrete backing block for the fire hydrant poured in such a way that lower bolts cannot be removed or the drain opening is obstructed.

20.
Fire hydrant drain gravel not adequate or properly placed around and below the drain opening.

21.
Thrust blocks poured or placed against fittings in such a manner that bolted connections are not completely accessible for repair

22.
Method of water line disinfection is not submitted or approved.

23.
Records are not available showing the actual procedure and results of the tests.

24.
The following provisions of the Safety Manual, EM 385-1-1, are occasionally overlooked:

21.D.13.  Acetylene and oxygen cylinders not secured in an upright position.

Z3.A.07.  Excavated material not stored at least 2 feet from the edge of the trench.

23.A.09.   Inadequate barricading, lighting, or marking of trenches.

23.B.01.  Deep trenches not shored and braced.

f.
23.B.05.  Ladders not provided in trenches as required.

REPETITIVE DEVICIENCIES

1.
The site was not investigated prior to construction to detect existing structures or utilities which are not shown on the contract drawings.

2.
The following provisions of the Safety Manual, EM 385-1-1, are overlooked:



15.C.03.
Power tools not grounded.



21.D.13.
Acetylene and oxygen cylinders not secure in an upright position.



23.A.07.
Excavated material not stored at least 2 feet from the edge of the trench.



23.A.09.
Inadequate barricading, lighting, or marking of trenches.



23.B.01.
Deep trenches not shored and braced as required.



23.B.05.
Ladders not provided in trenches as required.

3.
Pipe not laid on undisturbed earth or on properly compacted bedding material.

4.
Sections of pipe not supported uniformly for the length of the barrel of the pipe.  Bell holes not provided.

5.
Bottom of the trench not shaped to fit the lower quadrant of sewers and drains.

6.
Backfill dumped into trench in a manner which could move the pipe or damage the protective coating on the pipe.

7.
Backfill in the trench placed in layers exceeding the specified maximum thickness and not properly compacted.

8.
Compaction tests not made on backfill as specified.

9.
Open ends of pipes and conduit not covered during idle periods to prevent the entrance of dirt, water birds, rabbits, papers, etc.

10.
Fire hydrant’s pumper connection not facing the roadway and the lowest outlet less than 18 inches above the finished grade.
