CARPENTRY 

REPETITIVE DEFICIENCIES (by Section)
WOOD PROPERTIES

EACH PIECE DOESN'T HAVE AN APPROVED GRADE STAMP SHOWING MOIS​TUE CONTENT AND PROPER GRADE, resulting in a lower quality of construction.

WOOD NOT STORED IN COVERED, WELL-VENTILATED LOCATION, resulting in moisture pick-up in excess of specified limit causing differential shrinkage.

PLYWOOD STAMPS MISSING OR IMPROPER THICKNESS, GRADE, or GLUE, result​ing in weak structure or delaminated plywood.

FRAMING
STUDS NOT DOUBLED AROUND OPENINGS, OR SET ON EDGE FOR HEADERS WITH SHIMS IN BETWEEN, resulting indeflection of the opening and damage or binding to the door.

LESS THAN THREE PULL STUDS AT CORNERS, resulting in insufficient vertical load capacity and unsolid horizontal backing for finishes.

RAFTERS AND JOISTS AREN'T ALL PLACED CROWN UP, resulting in uneven floor. LET-IN BRACES OR CORNER SHEATHING OMITTED, resulting in unstable structure.

FIRESTOPS NOT PROVIDED IN A CONCEALED SPACE MORE THAN 8 FEET LONG, resulting in an unsafe structure.

FASTENERS AND NAILINGS

MINIMUM 8 AND 16 PENNY NAILS NOT USED AT PROPER LOCATIONS, resulting in an inadequate structure.

SHEATHING AND SUBELOOR NAILS DO NOT EXTEND AT LEAST l” MINIMUM INTO SUPPORTS, resulting in an inadequate structure.

INADEQUATE NUMBER OF NAILS AT A CONNECTION, resulting in an inadequate structure.

PRESERVATIVE AND FIRE-RETARDANT TREATMENT

TREAIMENT AND GRADE STAMPS ARE NOT ON EACH PIECE, OR BUNDLE,

resulting in a lower quality of product susceptible to decay.

TREATED WOOD THAT IS CUT IS NOT BRUSH COATED WITH THE PRESERVA​TIVE, resulting in pockets of untreated wood susceptible to decay.

TREATED WOOD NOT USED FOR FRAMING MEMBERS WITHIN 18-inches OF SOIL, resulting in structural members unprotected from decay.
