Division 8 – Doors and Windows

Builders and Architectural Hardware 

REPETITIVE DEFICIENCIES (by Section)
METAL DOORS AND FRAMES
-
IMPROPER CLEARANCES BETWEEN METAL DOORS AND FRAMES, resulting in binding or incomplete closure.

-
SPREADER BARS NOT USED ON FRAMES DURING INSTALLATION, resulting in twisted frame and uneven closure between door and frame or "ghost" movements.   Also bent or damaged doors or frames installed.


-
IMPROPER ANCHORAGE OF FRAMES OR WRONG NUMBER OF ANCHORS USED, resulting in loose frame that rattles in the opening.

-
 NO SEAL IN THE TOP OF EXTERIOR METAL DOORS, resulting in rusting of the door.  Top should be closed flush and sealed against water penetration.

-
 Doorjambs in masonry construction not slushed full of grout, resulting in an unstable installation.

-
INADEQUATE SPACE PROVIDED AROUND DOORJAMBS IN MASONRY CONSTRUCTION, resulting in inability to seal against air or water penetration.   A 1/4" raked joint is required.

WOOD DOORS AND FRAMES

-
EXTERIOR, WOOD DOORS NOT WATER-REPELLENT PRESERVATIVE TREATED, resulting in warping and binding in frame or delamination of door.

-
CUT EDGES OF WOOD DOORS NOT RESEALED BEFORE FINAL MOUNTING, resulting in warpage and binding.

-
IMPROPER CLEARANCES BETWEEN WOOD DOORS AND FRAMES, resulting in binding or incomplete closure.

SPECIAL DOORS

-
FIRE-RATED LABELS NOT ATTACHED TO DOOR AND FRAME, and fire exit hardware, resulting in question as to whether the door is proper.

-
HINGES ON A LABELED DOOR NOT STEEL, BALL BEARING OR SPRING TYPE,  



resulting in loss of rating for the door.

-
WIRE GLASS SIZE IN LABELED DOOR EXCEEDS SPECIFIED AMOUNT,  resulting in loss of rating for the door.

-
MINIMUM THROW OF LATCH IMPROPER, resulting in loss of rating for the door.

METAL AND WOOD WINDOWS

-
IMPROPER ROUGH OPENING USED OR IMPROPER ANCHORAGE AND 



CAULKING, resulting in a leaking window unit.

HARDWARE AND SPECIALTIES

-
REVERSE BEVEL DOORS WITH LOCKS DO NOT HAVE HINGES WITH NON-


REMOVABLE PINS, resulting in a security breach.

-
HARDWARE NOT DELIVERED TO JOBSITE IN MANUFACTURER'S ORIGINAL CARTONS resulting in improper hardware being used.

-
IMPROPER FINISHES SUPPLIED, resulting in lower quality or architectural discontinuity.

-
DOOR STOPS AND SILENCERS OMITTED, resulting in rattling In frame and damage.

-
DOOR
CLOSERS NOT MOUNTED
ACCORDING
TO MANUFACTURER'S TEMPLATE LOCATION, resulting in excessive or inadequate closing force and frame and door reinforcing not properly backing up mounting locations.

-
USE OF SCREWS THAT RUST when attaching hinges to exterior doors or using   

dissimilar metals, resulting in staining, rusting and failure.

-
OMISSION OR IMPROPER WEATHERSTRIPPING FOR EXTERIOR DOORS AND WINDOWS, allowing air and water to penetrate and increasing energy and maintenance costs.

GLAZING

-
SINGLE STRENGTH GLASS USED WHEN STRONGER IS SPECIFIED, resulting in possible later damage.

-
EXTERIOR WINDOWS NOT INSTALLED ACCORDING TO MANUFACTURER'S RECOMMENDATIONS, resulting in loose or leaking windows.
